Select one of each type of question, and answer them in your journal.  For any question, explain HOW DO YOU KNOW (what evidence do you have?).  You have only 10 minutes!

Be prepared to share your answers with class.  
Understanding questions:  Pick one to answer.
1. Has Nathan truly adapted and accepted Africa?  
2. What does Nathan truly see?  Can you draw what Nathan sees?  What does it tell of his character?
3. Adah:  how does she portray the setting (30-32) and what does that represent?
4. What is the book saying about the power of speech?  Consider who gets to talk, how they talk, and how we interpret their characters based on language:  Rachel, Adah, Ruth May…
Self-expressive questions:  Pick one to answer.
1. How is the garden a metaphor?  Consider the description of it, like the “burial mounds” (63).
2. Pick one item that each person brings and explain how it’s a metaphor for his/her personality.
Interpersonal questions:  Pick one to answer.
