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Poisonwood Bible Final Group Project 

(This is part of your summative grade for PWB)
Here's an incredible chance to be creative, interpretive and analytical. This will be a way to round out your Kingsolver experience by going in depth into the life and times of one PWB character.  Discover your character, create a symbolic product, connect it to the book and your experience with it, and reflect on Kingsolver’s big ideas.  
The Task:
· Form a group of 3-4 people, and then pick a character from the hat.  Divide and conquer the work!
· Create a tangible, symbolic product to represent your analysis of your character--go beyond the obvious!  Think 3 dimensional, rather than 2; think interesting and original.  Go beyond the mere motif of the character.
· Your product must include the following elements:

· Something to represent her inner and outer self—think about her role in the family or in history and how it changed in the book.
· Something she carried in—think physical appearance, personality; think literal and  symbolic
· Something she carried out of the Congo—again think both literally and symbolically.  What did she glean from her experience in the Congo?  What themes and issues does she represent?
· A timeline, created to show the 5-7 most important events in her life and insights on humanity she shared. For each event, include a short quote with page numbers from the book referencing the event.  Be sure to note WHEN she changes.  If she didn’t change, when would have been the best opportunity to change?  What does the lack of change do for our understanding of her and what she represents?
· Finally, what social and/or political allegory does she represent?  Think of an extended metaphor in which she represents an abstract idea—be open here.  Use your BBK notes to help you
· Now, present your creation/product to the class in a clear, lucid style explaining who your character is, what she has experienced, what she represents, and why you chose to highlight certain attributes and events. This presentation should last about 5-10 minutes.

· Do you address both physical appearance and personality?

· Do you have something your character brought in to the Congo?

· Do you have something your character brought out of the Congo?

· Do you have a timeline with quotations, specific references, and page numbers, showing the character’s role in the family and history and when she changed or why she didn’t, along with her insights?
· Do you have what your character represented as a social/political allegory?  Along with a theme?
· Is the character product/creation tangible and symbolic?  Creative?  Original?  Fun?
